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Admission Policy 
 

All applicants (new and returning) must abide by the following policies and procedures as a condition of admission to and 

continuing attendance at American Legacy Academy.

2. The Director of American Legacy Academy will review application and call new applicant families to arrange 

an interview.

3. Once an interview is completed, you will be notified by phone when a decision has been made to admit the 

applicant for an open seat.  A welcome packet will then be mailed or sent home with your student(s). 

4. In order to retain a student’s seat, 12 monthly payments (due on the 1
st
 of each month) are required.
